BOD MEETING MINUTES SEPTEMBER 14, 2007 

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. in the Mead conference room.  All board members were sent notice of the meeting and a quorum was present.  A sign in sheet is attached.

The June 2007 BOD meeting minutes were distributed prior to the meeting. Doug Bean made the following motion:

Motion #1:  I move that we approve the June minutes as written.

The motion was seconded, there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.  The minutes have been filed for audit.   

Amy Hernandez presented changes to the standing rules. The updated standing rules are attached and will be presented to the General Board at the General membership meeting on October4th.
Becky Kleinknecht made the following motion:
Motion #2: I move that we approve the changes made in the standing rules as read to be approved at the general meeting.

The Motion was seconded there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.
Ed Keith, Co-Treasurer, submitted the financial report, which is attached to these minutes.  Present at the meeting were all necessary financial records and documentation.  The checking account balance as of 9/12/07 is $5,743.03 and the savings balance is $2,131.50. A liquid CD was purchased and holds $28,000. Total cash and bank account balance is $35,874.53.
PACE

Claire Ronneburg and Jenean Hatlelid presented Pace as Mead’s new main fundraiser. It requires parents to register their credit card on a secure site online. Their purchases to specific retail stores will then reward them with a percentage refund check each month. There is a need to get the word out to parents that it is a safe site. No personal info will be sold from the site. Pace tables will be set up at curriculum night to answer questions and ease concerns.

LEGISLATURE


Julie Wright presented information about the importance of 4204. The PTSA is a driving force in passing 4204 Simple Majority which will be on the ballot. A discussion about PTSA phoning and encouraging members of our community to vote was presented. Simple Majority is needed to help fund basic needs in our school.  Julie Wright made the following motion:
Motion #3:  I move that Mead PTSA endorse the Simple Majority Campaign to approve 4204.

ENRICHMENT

Becky Kleinknecht and Jennie Davidson gave report on our after school enrichment program. It is looking good. Mead is relying more on talented parents to help with these classes. Art workshop, Spanish class, legomation, sign language, knitting, web design and Japanese are some. There is also a possible plan to provide a baby sitting class through the Red Cross which will allow a master baby sitter list to be available to parents.
It was also agreed that the enrichment teachers need to create an invoice so everyone is clear on numbers and amounts. .Becky and Jennie are also working toward forming a Green Team for our school with a desire to push our school to be more environmentally friendly and possibly certified as such.

MEMBERSHIP


Lisa Richerson and Lisa Nason reported that many PTSA memberships were collected at the Meet and Greet. There was discussion about how to encourage teacher/staff membership. It was decided to give families the opportunity to sponsor a teacher or staff member for $10 dollars which will pay for a year long PTSA membership. Doug Bean suggested that the PTSA track which grade levels most of our memberships come from. With this information we could better focus on the grades that might need more information and encouragement to join in membership. Directories were also discussed…could we save money by printing a smaller directory to give to PTSA members? 
Community Liaison


Amanda Johnson and Kandice Baisler gave report on our community efforts. A food drive in November to benefit Hopelink has been planned. December will bring the giving tree which will serve our local community. In February Mead will participate in a soft toy collection for Children’s Hospital. A Coin Drive in May is to be decided. Could be for a specific item for our own school or could be in response to a national or local need. This information will be shared at the Tri-Awareness meeting to inform the local community of our efforts.
NEWSLETTER


The feed back in regard to receiving Mead Newsletter on line has been positive. As of date, 139 out of 190 households who have responded are willing to receive the Newsletter online. 2 packets were sent home at the beginning of the year…one with school info and forms and the other with PTSA specific information. It was well received and easier for the families to digest all the various info that comes home at the beginning of each year. 
PRINCIPAL REPORT


Shawna Rothaus (Principal) and Doug Johnson (Vice Principal)  were both present at the meeting. They reported that an additional teacher may not be needed for this school year. The number of students is at a good balance with the number of teachers. Teachers are currently focusing on the Investigations  and specific district curriculum. Parents will be enlisted in helping with accelerated math after the teachers have had time to get the curriculum up and running. 

There is a late September meeting to solidify some of the boundary change plans. The school affected by the new school be Mead, Smith and McAuliffe. The changes will occur next fall.

There needs to be parent protocol clarification to ensure that our school remains safe for students and staff.
