BOD Meeting Minutes

January 9, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 9:15a at the home of Carlene Camera.  All board members were sent notice of the meeting, and a quorum was present.  A sign-in sheet is attached.  It was decided as a board to leave it to the Chairs to determine what vendor to use for school pictures.  It was noted that the PTSA group picture would be taken Wednesday January 16th.
There needs to be a general membership meeting this month, possibly January 24th.  At the general membership meeting we need to vote in three or five people for the nominating committee.  It was discussed whether Mead should offer an internet safety class the same night as the General Membership meeting.  Possible meeting dates are January 24th or 31st.  Amy Hernandez will call Bob Baxter, of the Sammamish Police Dept., in regards to this safety class.  Blackwell Elementary is offering an Internet Safety class on January 17th. They have invited the parents from Mead to attend this adult only meeting.
The December 2007 BOD minutes were distributed prior to the meeting and Becky Kleinknecht made the following motion:

Motion #1: I move that we approve the December board meeting minutes as written.

The motion was seconded, there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.

Treasurer’s Report:
Ed Keith, co-treasurer, submitted the financial report, which is attached to these minutes. Present at the meeting were all necessary financial records and documentation.  The checking account balance as of January 9th is $3,426.34.  The savings balance is $2,134.33.  There is a liquid CD worth $20,590.11.  Total cash in bank account balance is $26,150.78.
Community Liaison:
Kandice Baisler presented the community report.  She expressed an interest in putting together a pajama and book drive for children in local shelters.  Shawna Rothaus expressed the need to go through our student advisory board before executing on this cause.  As there are many other drives already lined up, Shawna needs to clear this through the student advisory board before proceeding.  There was discussion as to whether we can tie this into the Dr. Seuss week in March, or the B.O.G.O. book fair.  March 8th is the Sammamish Community awards night.  They are looking for children with performing talent to help with the entertainment that night.
A disaster relief certification class is being offered on April 22nd in Sammamish.  Eric Jarvi has taken the class, so please contact him for further information if interested.  Eric is the School Co-Emergency Preparedness specialist. His contact information can be found in the school directory.

Battle of the bands is currently underway.  Cast your vote through the KZOK radio station.  If Inglewood or East Lake wins, they can receive a $10,000 scholarship for the school.

Legislative:

Julie Wright presented information about Washington State PTSA focus day in Olympia on February 13th.  She feels it is a great opportunity to come learn about top priority issues, receive updates, visit with state representatives, and participate in Capitol tours with our children.  There will be a bus available.
Julie also asked Shawn Rothaus if there will be a Question and Answer math night for parents.  Shawna replied that she is waiting to hear back from the District.
P.A.C.E.:

Jenean Hatlelid presented the year to date earnings from the PACE program.  Mead has earned $3,900.00 in addition to $1000.00 because we signed up to participate in PACE again next year.
Membership:
Lisa Richerson reported that we have 100 less memberships than we did last year at the same time.  There is a need to target parents who do not speak English as a first language, by having the PTSA general information available in their native language.  
Financial Review:

Beth Knapick will be conducting a financial review this month.
Principal Report:

Shawna Rothaus has had four successful emergency drills.  Mead has one drill per month, and the fire department is invited to oversee the drills.  Future drills will not be announced to the teachers. There is a lockdown drill planned with Sergeant Baxter, of the Sammamish Police Department.
Supplies in the storage container need to be updated.  Currently the key will not fit completely into the lock, and the District locksmith needs to check it.

Fuel for the school generator cannot be stored on school grounds.  The school may need to ask parents living near the school to store fuel for the school generator.  There is a list of names of nearby parents who can help with emergency needs that may arise.  The list needs to be found and updated for school administration reference.
Margaret Mead wishes to have an emergency plan in place with enough water and supplies for the school to sustain itself for three to five days.

The Math Club is starting January 10th.  There is a fee to participate in the club this year.  
One of the sixth grade classes won the school’s Battle of the Books contest.

There are three proposals for boundary alignment being addressed by the school district.  There is a link with information on the district website.

Parents are needed to help with computer Math in a Flash.

Parents are also needed at each grade level to have students read to them to help build the students literacy skills.
