Focus Day is more kid friendly than ever!  

There will school on Monday January 18, Martin Luther King Day.  If you are looking for something to 

do that day, Washington State PTAõs annual advocacy day, Focus Day will be held that day.  Wash-

ington State PTAõs annual Focus Day has taken on an added dimension this year.  If the proposed 

budget submitted by the Governor three weeks ago were to be enacted, there would be more 

than $400 million currently allocated to educate cut from the budget in the next school year, on top 

of the $1.5 billion already cut when the 2009 -11 budget was enacted this past spring.   The reason is 

that state revenues are still in decline because people are not spending at the same rate as in pre-

vious years and thus sales tax revenues ñwhich make up the main source of state revenue ñare 

down considerably more than were predicted nine months ago.

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In addition, because of a scheduling anomaly, Focus Day is very early in the Legislative ses-

sion.  This is not all bad news ñbecause the session is only 60 days long, itõs important to get 

our message out early, and because Focus Day is scheduled on a day when schools will be 

closed, we hope you will come in large numbers and bring the kids.   Not only will it provide an 

opportunity for them to see the Capitol and learn about state government, their presence will 

be a very powerful message to the Legislature about the importance of maintaining a quality 

education system.   In anticipation of a lot of children coming, our Focus Day co -chairs John 

Stokes and Stacey Riley have done a terrific job of planning a range of childrenõs activities 

that will engage and inform children of all ages.   Here is a partial list:    

 

Create Leave -behind messages for their legislators.  Draw a picture on the front and then 

write a message on the inside.   There will be a map and an office list so that the kids can 

go and drop -off the cards  

 

Table-top Word Search - A word search including 100 civic -centered terms.  

 

Suffrage for Kids!   Ballots, òI Voted!ó stickers, and a vote counting machine. 

 

Write your own law.   Kids can think of a problem, create a law to help fix it, get signatures 

of supporters, and òsubmitó it for approval (a gold seal). 

 

Campaign buttons.   Kids design and make their own buttons with images of historical 

buttons around for reference.  

 

Build the Legislative Bldg.   For the little guys: blocks on a blanket on the floor, and a pic-

ture of the legislative building.  

 

Age -appropriate tours of the Capitol and other important buildings or monuments on the 

Capitol Campus.  

 

So please take a moment and plan to attend Focus Day now.   REGISTRATION IS FREE, and 

while itõs not required in order to attend and participate, by registering in advance you will 

help make sure we know how many people to plan for.   We have also arranged to have pre -

ordered box lunches delivered right to the Columbia Room where our activities will be cen-

tered, and   you can sign up for them in advance as part of the registration process.   Unfortu-

nately, we will not be able to take orders for box lunches on the day of the event.
