In a clear win for children, the Washington State Supreme Court ruled 
unanimously on January 5th  that the state was violating its constitu-
tional paramount duty to amply fund K-12 education. 

Not only did the high court point out that ample funding is 
―considerably more than just adequate,‖ the court ruled the state was 
consistently giving districts less money than actual costs. It identified 
ESHB 2261 as a ―promising‖ reform package that if fully funded would 
remedy deficiencies in the K-12 funding system. 

ESHB 2261 defines a basic education as ―the opportunity for students 
to develop the knowledge and skills necessary to meet graduation re-
quirements, intended to allow them the opportunity to graduate with a 
meaningful high school diploma that prepares them for postsecondary 
education, gainful employment, and citizenship.‖ It requires the state 
to fund: 

 180 full days, grades 1-12 

 180 half days for kindergartners, to be increased to 180 full days 

 1,000 instructional hours in grades 1-12, to be increased to 1,080 
hours in grades 7-12 

 450 instructional hours in kindergarten, to be increased to 1,000 
hours 

 Opportunity for students to complete 24 credits for high school 
graduation 

 Enhanced funding for Learning Assistance Program, Transitional 
Bilingual Instruction Program, Highly Capable Program and spe-
cial education for students with disabilities 

 17 to 1 class size ratio in grades K-3 

It reiterated that ―ample funding for basic education must be accom-
plished by means of regular and dependable tax sources.‖ Finally, the 
court said it would stay engaged to help facilitate progress in the state’s 
plan to fully fund basic education by 2018.

Big Hearts at Mead 
 

We would like to send big thanks to all the families that took a tag off the giving tree last 
month. We were able to help 8 families have a most wonderful holiday due to the kind 
hearts at Mead. The giving tree will be back next year right after Thanksgiving, so be 
ready.

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Margaret Mead and it's Student Advisory Council (SAC) are working towards being a greener school. At the beginning of the 
school year we had an assembly on how to do the four "R's", reduce, reuse, rethink, recycle. Also knowing what goes in the trash, 
recycling, and compost bin.  Our team has made posters with actual recycle and garbage items on it (see the two pictures below) 
to help students learn how to separate their trash.  Another tactic we use to help our cause is to monitor our trash and recycle 
bins. We have our 6th grade SAC members ( there are 6 of us including myself) audit through the kindergarten to 5th graders 
trash at our lunch/recess time. Every Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, two 6th grade SAC members go to all the pods and go 
through the trash and recycling.  We do this to ensure the trash and recycling are put in the correct bins so the garbage doesn't 
contaminate the recycling. One of the most common things found contaminating  the recycling the bin is juice and milk.  The 
students need to fully empty their cartons before disposing the carton.   

 

Something else we have done is select a charity to sponsor. It was hard to choose with so many deserv-
ing charities .  We took a vote and Sparrow Club became our sponsored charity.  Our school will hold 
fundraisers for Sparrow Club so stay tuned for more information.  Sparrow Club USA is a national 
nonprofit organization of school-based clubs that assist children in a medical crisis.  Through commu-
nity service and fundraising projects, SC support children with life threatening illnesses or chronic 
disabilities and whose families face financial hardship because of it.   To get more information, go to 
www.sparrowclubs.org. 

 

We are also planning on opening a student store. Right now we are putting together the details. Hopefully,  we can begin selling 
Mead pencils, erasers and more to the students at Mead.
