DISABILITY AWARENESS FAIR NEW TO MEAD 

 

Mead students in the 4th-6th grades participated in Margaret Mead’s first Disability Awareness 

Fair during the second week of April. Students had the opportunity to experience for a few min-

utes what everyday tasks are like for people with various disabilities. 

 

In the Motor Planning Station, students put on gardening gloves and attempted to button a 

shirt, tie shoes, do a zipper and put together puzzle pieces. This activity showed students how 

difficult tasks are with poor fine motor control. In the Reading and Writing Station, students tried 

to read a story as it appears to a student with dyslexia and write only by looking in a mirror. As 

students worked through these tasks, they discussed what they could do to help if they saw a 

fellow struggling. The Communication Station showed students a variety of communication sys-

tems that kids could use. Students learned about how picture symbols can be used by students 

and staff to request things. 

 

The Mobility Station gave students the chance to go through doorways and maneuver around 

objects using crutches or a wheelchair. The Vision Station introduced students to Braille and 

challenged them to read a book with blurry vision. Some students even had the chance to try 

finding and sitting in a chair using a blindfold and cane. Finally, the Sensory Station over-

whelmed the students’ senses while expecting them to be able to answer questions. This 

showed students how difficult it can be to tune out certain sounds or smells while trying to pay 

attention to the teacher. 

 

The fair was a great success with students showing a new awareness of the challenges of living 

with disabilities. One student commented, ―I don’t know how kids with disabilities do it. This is

Although 

class placement changes in the fall are rare, 

they will not be considered if a Parent Input 

Form was not completed.  Class assignments 

will be posted at 3:30 pm on Wednesday,

Legislative Advocacy Update: What is CCSSI? 

  

CCSSI is the Common Core State Standards Initiative. 

  

The idea is that no matter what state you are in, your 

child receives the same education. So if you transi-

tion from Oregon to Washington, your 3rd grader re-

ceives the same education. S/He won't have to 

catch up, or sit and be bored reviewing material. 

  

Currently, 42 states and the District of Columbia have accepted CCSSI and made it part of their 

educational prerogative. Washington, Alaska, Montana, Nebraska, Texas, North Virginia, Minnesota, 

and North Dakota have all yet to adopt CCSSI. 

  

The standards were developed in collaboration with teachers, school administrators, and experts, to 

provide a clear and consistent framework to prepare our children for college and the workforce. 

They also took into account international educational standards. Consistent standards will provide 

appropriate benchmarks for all students, regardless of where they live. 

 

These standards define the knowledge and skills students should have within their K-12 education 

careers so that they will graduate high school able to succeed in entry-level, credit-bearing aca-

demic college courses and in workforce training programs. The standards: 

 

Are aligned with college and work expectations; 

Are clear, understandable and consistent; 

Include rigorous content and application of knowledge through high-order skills; 

Build upon strengths and lessons of current state standards; 

Are informed by other top performing countries, so that all students are prepared to succeed in our 

global economy and society; and 

Are evidence-based.

As of the end of the 2011 legislation year, the state legislature had not formally decided on adop-

tion. Now would be a good time to write your local legislator to tell them what you think about 

CCSSI, as they are in special session over the next two weeks. You can find your legislator at this site:
