Reminder: Margaret Mead Has a Dress Code  

 

With the weather getting warmer, we need to be reminded that our 

school has a dress code. Please review the list below to know you are 

sending your child to school in appropriate dress.  

To help foster a positive attitude and respect for the learning environment, students 

are expected to display personal cleanliness, neatness, and appropriate attire. It is dif-

ficult to include all combinations of inappropriate clothing -  ­common sense must pre-

vail. The wearing of inappropriate clothing may result in a required change of clothing 

and/or call home. Staff judgment will be used on new clothing trends.  

1.  Tank tops (with spaghetti straps) ðneed to be two finger width, jeans with 

holes, muscle shirts, cut -off shirts which expose a bare midriff, short shorts, span-

dex are examples of clothing more appropriate for after school or the beach. They 

are not considered appropriate attire for school.  

2.  The fingertip rule will apply to the wearing of shorts and skirts. Length cannot be 

above fingertips when hands are held at side.  

3.  The wearing of clothes, which relate in any way to gangs, sex, or profanity , 

will not be allowed.  

4.  To support our prevention policy for alcohol and other drugs, we prohibit students 

from wearing apparel and jewelry which promote drug, alcohol or tobacco 

use.  

5.  Children's shoes need to be safe for stairs, PE, (athletic shoes for PE class) 

and playground activities. Loose fitting shoes that may cause a child to trip and/or 

fall are not appropriate. ie. flip flop sandals.  

6.  Please wear clothing appropriate to the weather . (Coats should be worn in in-

2009 Legislative Recap  

 

Great News!   The 2009 Legislative Session was monumental 

for education!   The Basic Education bill, HB 2261, which the 

WSPTA advocated so hard for, passed the House and Senate 

and now awaits the Governorôs signature!  This has been a top issue in PTA for many 

years and many PTA advocates spent a tremendous amount of time and energy working to 

make it happen.   

On April 15, the WSPTA held a press conference in support of this bill.   Speakers included 

State Superintendent Dorn, President of the State Board of Education, and other education 

advocate leaders.   It was an inspiring display of unity among most state education groups.  

They are to be congratulated for their tireless work to improve education.   (click here for 

Link to Basic Education Press Conference )  

  

What does HB 2261 do?  Here is a summary:  

Redefines Basic Education to include:  increased instructional hours, from the current 1,000 

to 1,080, the opportunity to complete 24 credits for high school graduation, all -day kinder-

garten, highly capable programs, targeted early learning and a new transportation funding 

formula. These new pieces will not be added all at once, but will be phased in according to 

an implementation schedule to be developed by the Quality Council, with a completion date 

of 2018.  

Implements a prototypical schools funding model. The model will create a ñcoreò allocations 

using easy to understand categories with enhancements for certain staffing categories, in-

cluding highly capable, career/technology, and AP/IB programs.  

Creates the Quality Education Council as an on -going oversight entity. The Council, com-

prised of eight legislators, representatives from OSPI, the governorôs office, the State Board 

of Education, the Professional Educator Standards Board and the Department of Early Learn-

ing, would recommend and assist with the on -going implementation of an evolving program 

of Basic Education and financing.  

Creates four work groups on: Finance (to develop recommended revenue sources); Supple-

mental Funding (to develop recommendations on local levies and levy equalization); Com-

pensation (to develop new Salary Allocation Model recommendations); and Early Learning 

(to develop recommendations for a new program of early learning as Basic Education).  

Establishes a K -12 Data Governance Group, within OSPI, to assist in the design and imple-

mentation of a data improvement system for financial, student, and educator data.

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Directs the State Board of Education to create a system of accountability to identify 

schools for recognition and additional support for schools and school districts.  

Directs the Professional Educator Standards Board to adopt performance standards for 

effective teaching and recommend other modifications for educator certification.  

Originally, a new funding system was going to be phased - in over six -years, beginning 

in the 2009 -11 biennium.  Given the current budget problem, that six -year phase in was 

later projected to begin in 2011.  Now the bill pushes back the full implementation date 

until 2018.   

 

Another significant education bill, SB 5414 , also passed and is awaiting the Governorôs 

signature.  This bill makes significant improvements to the State Assessment System, 

which is the WSPTAôs 3rd  highest priority issue.   

    

SB 5414 calls for the State Assessment to:  

Í Align to state standards  

Í Provide rapid feedback  

Í Inform parents  

Í Strive to be computer -based and adaptive  

Í Support instruction for all abilities including highly capable and learning disabilities  

Í Reduce open -ended questions at all grades to reduce cost  

Í Revisit alternative assessments, appeals, and special education portfolios  

Í Maintains 2013 date for math/science graduation requirement  

Í Math graduation requirement will be to pass 2 End of Course Assessments ï one for 

the standards common to Algebra 1 and Integrated 1, the second is for the standards 

common to Geometry and Integrated 2  

State Board of Education determines if math/science assessments are valid and reliable 

for graduation requirement  

The State Assessment improvements will be implemented next year.
