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New Anonymous Tip Line Advances School Safety

For the past several years, LWSD has had a Safety Tip Line where anyone was able to
call the number and leave a message about any concete are moving to a new num-
ber, (866) 548-3847 or (866) LIVETIP.This Safe Schools Lifeline is a completely anony-
mous, tolHree tip line that students, parents and community members can access
24/7/365 06 whenever they want to tip off schools about a potential crisis.

Callers may want to alert school or district administration about:

* School violenced weapons, bomb threats
* School damaged vandalism, arson, theft
* Physical and sexual abuse or harassment
* Drug and alcohol issues

* Fights

* Potential suicide

* Gang activity

* Discrimination

When a person dials the number they will be asked to enter the LWSD code (156) and
they will have the option to speak to an operator, who is trained to take immediate ac-
tion. There is also an option to choose our district from a directory once they are on the
phone. Noremergency calls are transcribed and sent directly to a designated school
authority within 24 hours. Voices are not recorded. Callers can choose to leave a mes-
sage anonymouslyAll callers are assigned a code, which gives them the opportunity to
call back to check on the status of their issue.
