Boundary Changes

Sammamish Elementary Enroliment Projects
Show Growth Areas

The committee working on new boundaries for the
Sammamish Plateau elementary schools has released
the enrollment projection information that is has de-
veloped. This information is developed by taking cur-
rent students and moving them ahead and adding in
students from known future developments. Future
Kindergarten students are projected based on current
enrollment plus or minus the change in King County
birth data five years prior.

These projections show that continued growth would
increase the number of students at Smith and
McAuliffe Elementary Schools past their capacity in
two years. The new elementary school now being built
will be needed to keep up with this expected growth.
