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Keeping Swine Flu at Bay at Mead  

H1N1 Flu Update  

 

Itõs a good time to review with your student the following ways to stay healthy during flu season: 
 

Remind your student to wash their hands often with soap and water or an alcohol -based hand 

rub. They should take about 20 seconds to wash their hands.  

 

Remind your student to cover their coughs and sneezes with tissues and wash their hands after-

ward. If a tissue is not available, they should cover up their coughs or sneezes using the elbow, 

arm or sleeve instead.  

 

 Remind your student not to share drinks, food, unwashed utensils or other personal items.  

As a reminder, here are the signs and symptoms of the flu:  

 

§ Fever (100 degrees Fahrenheit or greater). Your student may appear flushed, be sweating or 

shivering, or feel warm to the touch.  

§ Cough  

§ Sore throat  

§ Body aches  

§ Headaches  

§ Chills  

§ Fatigue  

§ Diarrhea and vomiting are also possible symptoms of the flu.  

 

If your student has the flu or a flu -like illness: 

 

§ Keep your student home until at least 24 hours after the fever has passed without the use of 

fever -reducing drugs.  

 

§ Students need to stay home from child care, sports practices and other activities as well.  

 

The district office is working closely with Public Health Seattle & King County to monitor conditions 

and make decisions about the best steps to take concerning schools.

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HOW TO CARE FOR SOMEONE WITH INFLUENZA 

 

REST, HYDRATE, WATCH! 

 

Rest is very important. Keep the ill person as 

comfortable as possible.  

 

Keep the person hydrated. Offer small 

amounts of fluid frequently, even if the ill per-

son does not feel thirsty  

 

Watch for signs of dehydration. Someone who 

is dehydrated may have weakness or unre-

sponsiveness, or decreased output of urine  

 

 

WHAT TO DO IF THE PATIENT IS VOMITING 

 

Call a doctor right away if the ill person:  

 

* Has difficulty breathing or fast breathing  

 

* Has a bluish color to the skin or lips  

 

* Begins coughing up blood  

 

* Complains of pain or pressure in the chest  

 

* Shows signs of dehydration and cannot take 

enough fluids  

 

* Appears confused or does not respond ap-

propriately  

 

* Has convulsions  

 

* Gets worse after appearing to improve  

 

* Is an infant younger than 2 months old with 

fever, poor feeding, urinating less than 3 times  

per day, or other signs of illness  

 

*  Stay home. If the ill person must leave 

home, he or she should wear a surgical mask, 

if available . 

MEDICATIONS 

 

* Use ibuprofen or acetaminophen or other 

measures for fever, sore throat and general 

discomfort.  

 

* Do not use aspirin in children or teenagers 

with influenza because it can cause Reye's 

syndrome, a life -threatening illness.  

 

FLUIDS AND NUTRITION 

 

* If the ill person is not eating solid foods, in-

clude fluids that contain sugars and salts, such 

as broth,  sports drinks (diluted half and half 

with water) and sodas, but not diet drinks.  

 

* If the patient is vomiting, do not give any 

fluid or food for at least 1 hour. Then offer a 

clear fluid in very small amounts. Let the stom-

ach rest for an hour after each time the per-

son vomits before giving more fluid.  

 

* Babies who are breast -fed and vomiting can 

continue to nurse, but offer smaller amounts .
