BOD Meeting Minutes
November 10th, 2010

REPORTS
Presidents: Julie Shalaby & Julie Olsen

Julie S. recused herself as president for the evening.  

We voted on the teacher stipends by ballot.  Student Computer Software Support (Math), Patrol and Choir, and Web Support will be funded.  Ballots are attached.  The AM/AR/Star Math stipend will be paid out of the Math Stipend line item.  

Ed Keith made the following motion:

Motion #1:  “I move that we recommend to the General Membership that we merge the two stipend line items [math and other] into one [single line item].  The motion was seconded, there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.  

We will vote in January in order to fund the fourth stipend once the motion is voted on at the General Membership Meeting.  Half of the music stipend will be funded now and we will be able to fund the other half once the stipend line items are merged.

It was discussed getting Henry his own set of tools.  None of the comment cards were returned at the last teacher’s meeting.  

Principal: Sandy Klein

The office and Sandy are working on communicating with parents on Mead’s procedures.  They are also working on updating the handbook and the website.  It was discovered that the Mead gym has a maximum capacity of 500.  Assemblies will no longer be allowed in the gym.  They may move them outside in the spring.  

Julie Olsen thanked Sandy for teaching the Love and Logic Classes with flowers.

Legislative: Bobbie Conti

Bobbie attended the Legislative Assembly for two days.  The purpose of the assembly was to prioritize for Washington State PTA.  Math and Science were the priorities.  She attended caucuses, votes and discussions.  She reported that PTA cannot say who we want people to vote for.  We can say, “we support _____” but can not ask people to directly vote for “______”.    The Math Standards are moving towards “CCSSI” (Common Core).  Focus Day will be February 21st (President’s Day).  They are trying to figure out ways to promote people to attend.  

Sandy Klein will be speaking at the General Membership Meeting about the Levy to add a permanent addition to Eastlake.  

Sandy also gave the PTSA use of the bulletin board at the school’s entryway.  

Special Needs: Margaret Rogan

Disability awareness month is over.  She received good feedback on the bulletin board.  

Book Fair Report: 

$12,000 worth of inventory was sold.  Carol is working on use for the funds.  

Accelerated Reader: Beth Knapick

Beth handed out an Accelerated Reader handout with an overview of the new web based program.  There will be live technical support for teachers for immediate help.  Every book will be available online.  Voice quizzes will be available, along with vocabulary practice and various quizzes.  No home quizzes will be available.  Parent will receive an e-mail update.  The cost of the first year will be $3200/year for 500 students and $3600.00/year for 600 students.  The cost is $4.00 per student with a yearly host fee of $399.00.  The cost will go down in 2011.  The contract year will go from January to January.  Funding from the excess Walk-A-Thon and Enrichment classes should be enough to fund this.  The current AR  budget is $840.  It was also discussed giving teachers a follow up survey at the end of the year.  

Ed Keith made the following motion:

Motion #5: “I move that we recommend to the General Membership that we increase the AR line item budget by $3200.00”.   The motion was seconded, there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.  

Scholarship Update
The scholarship link is now available on FAQ on the website.  There is not a free/reduced lunch list available, so scholarships will be determined by “best of their abilities”.  There is an increased in need this year.
