The Ownership of Homework

The return to school brings the return of de-
fined schedules, early bedtimes and of course,
the ritual of homework. Research supports
that when used well, homework is an effective
tool in supporting and deepening students’
understanding of concepts and processes.
Homework is important. However, although
important, it is dreaded by many parents.
Many battles are waged in homes across
America every night over homework. Rather
than waging a homework battle in your home,
consider the following suggestions around
homework:

Establish a good place for homework to be
completed. This should be a functional space
with good lighting away from distractions like
television, computer games or toys.

Establish an agreement about when home-
work will be done. Allow your student to have
some ownership in that decision. Some kids
need fime to decompress after school before
taking on more work. Some kids like to get
their work done immediately after school so
they can relax for the rest of the day. Talk with
your child about what suits him best. Then set
limits around that agreement such as, “Ok, we
agree that you'll do your homework at 5:00.
That's in 30 minutes. And, you'll be welcome
to watch TV or play computer as soon as your
homework is finished.” Then, stay firm ... no
TV or computer until work is finished.

Allow your student to 0 owndé hi s ho
Allow him the opportunity get setftled, get or-
ganized, and get going on work. Kids learn
responsibility by practicing being responsible.
Be available to help only when asked and
then, give as little help as necessary. Facilitat-
ing independence allows the student to de-
velop a sense of confidence that he can ac-
complish the task on his own.

Resi st t he ur"demework. daoah-
ers aren’t looking for perfect homework. They
are looking for authentic work that reflects stu-
dent understanding and ability. Teachers use
homework as feedback that informs future
instruction. Allow your child the opportunity to
make mistakes and rely on their teacher to
correct those mistakes.

Jim Fay from The Love and Logic Institute has
great advice around homework. He says,
ONever wor k harder if yaun
find that you are working harder or caring
more about your student's homework than
your student is, perhaps it's time to step back
and reframe the homework situation in your
home. Thanks for reading! Your questions and
comments are always welcomel!

Promoting Student Safety and Instructional =

Efficiency at Margaret Mead Elementary,
2010-11 _

Two of the top priorities at Margaret Mead Elementary are student

safety and facilitation of effective teaching and learning.  With nearly 700 students on campus
each day and the nearly 1000 parents supporting our students, safety and efficiency can become
challenging to achieve. In order to keep our students as safe as possible, and to allow teachers to
provide effective instruction throughout the school day, we are updating some previous practices
and implementing some new safety policies. Please take a moment to review the following. We
recognize and appreciate that some of these changes may be inconvenient or different than
what our parent community has been used to in the past. However, we seek your partnership and
support in following these new policies which will promote increased student safety as well as a
more effective instructional environment for our students. We thank you, in advance, for your part-
nership and cooperation.

Mandatory Visitor/Volunteer Check In & Check Out 8 Updated!

We ask that all adult visitors to campus (parents, PTSA members, LINKS volunteers, classroom volun-
teers, etc.) check in af the office upon arrival at Mead. Upon check in, all visitors will be asked to
sign in, state the purpose of their visit, and their intended destination in the building. Visitors will be
given an adhesive name badge to wear while on campus. Visitors will sign out when they leave
the campus. Staff will direct adults without a visitor tag to the main office.

Safe Arrival Number for Absences New safe Arrival Number: 425-936-2631

If your student will not be present at school for any reason (iliness, vacation, appointment, etc.) we
ask that you notify us of the absence. Notification should be done prior to 8:30 am via our new
Safe Arrival Phone Number - not the main office number. If your child is absent and we do not hear
from you, our Safe Arrival volunteer will call your home or cell phone to make sure your student is
accounted for.

Parent Drop off of Late Students 6 Updated!
Late arriving students must be checked in by a parent in the main office. Parents will be asked to
say goodbye to their student at the office and will no longer escort their student to class.

Parent Drop off of Personal ltems 3 New!

Parents dropping off personal items for students (lunches, snacks, homework, coats, etc.) are asked
to bring items to the office. The item will be labeled with the student’'s name and placed in a desig-
nated bin in the office. The items will be delivered to the student’s classroom by student helpers at

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the first recess (10:06). Parents will no longer deliver items to classrooms. This process will result in
fewer classroom interruptions, more efficient and effective instruction for students, and a more se-
cure campus.

Student Pick Up Prior to the End of the School Day 8 Reminder!

Any adult picking up a student prior to the end of the school day will be asked to show photo I.D. If
the adult is not a parent or guardian, he/she must be listed as approved for release on the stu-
dent’'s emergency card.

End of Day Change of Plans & New!

Because of our large population, we (the office and/or teaching staff) will no longer be able to
accept or deliver messages to students about end of day change of dismissal plans, except in
emergency sifuations. Please make arrangements for rides, play dates, carpools, etfc., prior to the
start of the school day and please make certain your student is clear on their dismissal plan. If you
experience frequent change in plans, please designate a neighbor or trusted friend to deliver your
messages at dismissal fime. Our main office will continue to accept and deliver change of plan
phone calls in emergency situations (car accidents, sudden iliness, or family emergency).

Parent Location at Dismissal Time 6 New!

For student safety, adults/parents on foot are asked to wait for the dismissal bell outside the main
building doors near the bus area. Parents may no longer wait in the interior courtyard areas for dis-
missal.

Mandatory Volunteer Screening 6 Reminder!

Any adult present on campus during the school day must be screened and approved by the Lake
Washington School District. Screening and approval is required for all adults including but not lim-
ited to classroom helpers, PTSA volunteers, room parents, health room volunteers, holiday party
helpers, etc. Volunteer screening information is available on the Lake Washington School District
website (www.lwsd.org) or in the main office at Mead. Non-approved adults will not be permitted
to be in contact with students during the school day.

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Legislative Advocacy VOTE

REMEMBER TO VOTE! Election day is Tuesday November 2nd! W

The Mead PTSA has a Legislative Advocate that brings your ideas and

concerns fo the Washington State PTSA, and provides you with information regarding upcoming
ballots and initiatives, your local representatives, and official events (such as Focus Day 20111).
The Advocate recently aftended the Legislative Assembly for the Washington State PTSA.

Based on the survey forms handed out in the September 2010 General PTSA Meeting, Mead PTSA
constituents were most interested in:

Fund Education First (21%)

Math and Science Education (19%)

Literacy Instruction (14%)

Teacher "Reduction in Force" Policies (14%)

Our Legislative Advocate voted appropriately for the prioritization of these issues, and we are
proud to state that the top five issues selected at the 2010 Assembly for focus were:

Following up on Education Reform Efforts (HB 2261, HB 2776, and SB 6696) (203 votes)
Math and Science Education (191 votes)

Literacy Instruction (145 votes)

Teacher Reduction in Force (126 votes)

Fund Education First (123 votes)

Another important take-away from the assembly was the state's adoption of CCSSI. CCSSI stands
for Common Core State Standards Initiative. The precept is that states should have the same
standards for common core instruction (literacy, math, and eventually science and social stud-
ies*) across all 50 states. CCSSI is slated for formal adoption in 2011. The Common Core State
Standards are PROVISIONAL, which means it will be up to the state to adopt them. Thus far, the
legislature is considering this option. 36 states have adopted CCSSI, with another 4 planned by
end of year including possibly Oregon, Montana, Idaho, and Alaska.

Finally, Focus Day is February 21, 2011 in Olympia (on the steps of the Capitol Building!). Families,
friends, parents and children are encouraged to attend to show our legislature how much we
care about our kids and their education. More information about a group trek down to Olympia
coming soon!
