Hi! I'm Carol Becker, Mead librarian. This is an optional program offered by some LWSD librarians to intermediate
students (4th,5th, and 6th), to promote reading literature.

Students form teams of up to 4 members (no less than 2) and begin reading books from the list of 12 titles that was given
to them in library class. You can also access the list on our Mead website on the library page and on Mead Messenger.

Students who choose to be on a team for the Battle of the Books read the books on their own time.
Battle of the Books is not a library class.

Margaret Mead Library provided funds for some of the books for each title for checkout to the Battle members. You can
also check out books from the Sammamish Library. You can also purchase the books from bookstores and several of the
books are in paperback. Our Scholastic Book Fair to be held the week of October 18th will have books from Battle of the
Books.

Teams assign their own members to which books on the list to read. No one student on a team has to read all 12, unless
they would like to take that challenge.

Teams will compete at Mead during the week of January 10th.
