Legislative Survey: 

A legislative survey was handed out for everyone to complete and return by the end of the evening.  

Levy Information: Doug Eglington

Doug informed us that the district is working on the upcoming growth and over crowding in some of Lake Washington schools. They are expecting 1000 more students in the next four years.  More schools will be needed in the future.  They are moving to the middle school model in 2012.  Some boundaries have been adjusted.  Portables will be added, but they still need more space.  The best way resolve the space issue is to ask voters to approve levies.  One option would be to ask for $10 million to add portables to Redmond and Eastlake High School.  The second option would be to ask for $40 million and add portables to Redmond and Eastlake High Schools for six years.  The third option would be to ask for $65 million to add portables to Redmond and Eastlake High Schools for six years, plus add a 6-12 grade choice school.  

There will be meetings to discuss options on September 28th, from 6-8PM, at Eastlake High School, September 30th, from 6-8PM, at Juanita High School and on October 6th, from 5-7PM, at Redmond Town Center resource center.  They need volunteers to get involved.  Volunteer opportunities can be found at “vote4lwsdkids.org”.
