BOD MEETING MINUTES APRIL 11TH, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. in the Mead library.  All board members were sent notice of the meeting and a quorum was present.  A sign in sheet is attached.  
Co-President Cheryl Lewis distributed Council information and gave a Lake Washington Foundation update.  It was mentioned that teachers could be encouraged to seek funds from the Foundation next year for classroom needs.  Cheryl encouraged attendance at the upcoming Council meeting.  
The March 2007 BOD meeting minutes were distributed prior to the meeting and were approved as written.  The minutes have been filed for audit.   
Amy Hernandez and Claire Ronneburg, Co-VPs Ways and Means, introduced a representative from Pace, a fundraising company, to explain the way the program could work at our school next year.  She explained security measures for having our general membership register their credit cards with the company for one year for a $25 fee.  Members will receive 20% off initial purchases at local businesses and 5% of every purchase to be donated to the school.  The Board voted unanimously to approve this program as the fundraiser for next year and will introduce it at the general meeting next week.  Amy requested feedback for vendors in our area with which we would like Pace to pursue partnership.  See attached information.  
Principal’s Report, Shawna Rothaus:  Shawna expressed appreciation for parent involvement at Mead.  She explained an Accelerated Math adjustment that has occurred to align state requirements with this supplemental program.  The emphasis will now be on depth instead of breath of learning and will support computational fluency.  She will be holding a meeting for AM volunteers and announced a math presentation on May 2nd.  Shawna discussed WASL protocol and volunteer needs, and explained that Mead is prepared for a presentation at this month’s school board meeting.
Shawna relayed thanks from Liz Fisher, Co-Teacher Representative, for a fun and successful auction.  
Ed Keith, Co-Treasurer, submitted the financial report, which is attached to these minutes.  The checking account balance as of 4/11/07 is $66,918.41, and the savings balance is $4,125.43, totaling $71,043.84.  This includes auction income (see auction report.)  The teacher appreciation committee will need additional money to fund teacher appreciation week.  
Becky Kleinknecht made the following motion: 

Motion #1: I move that we take a total of $400 from the pancake breakfast line item and $250 from membership to cover the costs for the staff and teacher appreciation line item.   

The motion was seconded, there was no discussion, and it was carried unanimously with no abstentions.  

It was decided that the agenda item to discuss supporting Alcott post-fire be tabled until needs can further assessed.  
Heidi Whittington, Auction Co-Chair, announced gross auction income as approximately $69,000-$70-000 depending on matching funds amounts.  See attached auction spreadsheet.  Cheryl and Lisa will grant income to the district so the dispersement committee can begin purchasing the sound system and other prioritized items.
In anticipation of budget planning for next year, it was decided that Becky and Carlene, Co-VPs Communication, will create an online survey to discern PTSA goals and priorities for next year.  They requested the Board to email suggested questions for the survey to them.  They will use the current budget as a guideline for some of the questions.
Amy Weisner, Safety/Emergency Prep, submitted her report via email.  See attached.

Cheryl Lewis requested that Board members register themselves online for the State Convention.  She reminded everyone of the upcoming general meeting and requested feedback for filling appointed positions for next year’s Board.  Next meeting’s agenda items will include supporting Alcott, budget planning, and the June transition dinner.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:55.  The date of the next meeting is May 9th.
