Tri-Awareness

Kandice Baisler reported the following:

Legislative
Julie Wright reported on the following:

WSPTA Focus Day was a huge success. 400 people rallied on the capital hill steps. Key legislators, education policy makers, and other education groups joined PTA. Legislators and education groups are still working on Basic Education Reform and Funding Bills. They still need to hear from us, so send action alerts. Bills are still moving through the legislature that addresses the high school math and science tests and graduation requirements and improvements to the state assessment
Core 24 Framework and rational approaches to teacher compensation are being addressed in Basic Education Reform and Funding Bills.

February minutes were emailed to the board prior to the meeting and Jenean Hatlelid made the following motion:

Treasury
Haven Sholz, Treasurer, submitted the financial report, which is attached to these minutes. Present at the meeting were all necessary financial records and documentation. The checking account balance as of 3/10/2009 is $13,495.98 and the savings balance is $3,144.27. The liquid CD has a current balance of $14,250.33. Total cash and bank account balance is $30,890.58. 

The all school Skate King activity brought in $222.  We have brought in almost $1200 more than projected with the PACE program so far.  We have received $192 worth of jump rope orders. Popcorn Fridays have brought in almost $300.  

Funding Request:

Heidi Whitington, Co-President, shared a letter from PTSA council asking if the PTA can pay to hire instructional help in the classroom due to increasing classroom sizes.  The school district is suggesting that the PTA not fund this. 

Principal Report

Shawna Rothaus reported that the Dr. Seuss week went well.  The school had a guest illustrator present art lessons that the kids enjoyed.  The district administration has provided on-site help this month to assist with training for the WASL.  This year’s staff appreciation week will not request a specific item on a specific day. Children will be able to choose their own gifts of appreciation.  
A fourth grade survey was distributed in regard to Blake island field trip affordability.  It has been determined that $1000 in scholarships may be needed to help families pay for this field trip.  Possible alternatives are being discussed, but no decisions have been made.  It is currently being determined how the PTSA may be able to help.  

The PTSA is considering whether to ask other families to contribute extra to help those who may struggle with the cost.

Linda Dauer, Vice-Principal, is overseeing the re-decorating of the Mead office.  The mural is going away, there will be accent walls, and she has acquired some furniture off of Craig’s List.  Linda has also done a great job in regard to emergency preparation planning for Margaret Mead.
The LWSD foundation luncheon fundraiser will take place on May 13th at 11a.  Shawna can host a table at the luncheon for those interested in discussing where previous funds were used.

In terms of the budget, Mead may not have a Vice-Principal next year.
