Newsletter


Carlene Camera reported that the online news letter is done and that it turned out very well. She has agreed to continue to do the newsletter until her children are out of Mead (the year 2012).

Legislative

Julia Wright reported that on February 26 there will be a PTSA Washington State focus day at the capitol building. It will be in a form of a rally on the capitol steps. Washington State PTSA is requesting that at least 8 people from each PTSA unit be in attendance. Carpools can be arranged. There will be a bus leaving from the old Kmart in Bellevue at 8:00 on the morning of the 26th. The focus is on how to redefine how education is being paid for.
Community 

Amanda has requested that the community liaison position be listed as a chair position and not a board position. The information she reports on from the Tri awareness meetings can easily be presented via email with an occasional need to address the board in person on specific projects. She is willing to continue to serve in this capacity next year if the board agrees. The board agreed to list the position as a chair position next year.

Treasurer


Haven Scholz, our treasurer, submitted the financial report, which is attached to these minutes. Present at the meeting were all the necessary financial records and documentation. The checking account balance is $7829.91. There is $14,217.90 in the liquid CD and we have $3,142.75 in savings. Our total assets equal $ 25,190.56.

We had a carry over from last year of $29,692.93.There are a few shortcomings at this time in relation to our projected budget for the year. It is expected to come together by the end of the year, once all the budgeted school events have been completed. 
We have brought in $268.29 on popcorn sales. This includes sales at the movie night, gift shop and the Friday popcorn days. 

A mid year financial review is taking place at this time. 

Enrichment


Becky Kleinknecht reported that Mead currently has 4 enrichment classes underway and that enrollment is low. She feels it may be due to the economic times. Drama, jump rope, and art will be coming in the spring. The lego guy will not be back until the fall due to his long commute. The nominating committee is still looking for an enrichment person to fill Becky’s spot on the board next year. 

We are looking for more volunteer help with our popcorn Fridays. Come help anytime on Friday from 10:30 until lunch.

. Shawna has distributed a survey to the staff asking about how they prefer the popcorn to be distributed to the children. (delivered to the classrooms, pods or picked up at recess) She is still waiting for more surveys to be returned before she will have a clear picture.
Special Ed. Liaison

Julie Shalaby reported that the PTSA website now has a special needs section as a resource. She is also helping to organize an evening at Mead where families of special needs children can come together to play games and to network with one another and staff members. . She is still working through the building scheduling.  Mead has between 85 -90 special needs children attending school.
Founders Day


Heidi Wittington. reported that we will have a table at the founders day Luncheon. The reflections art will be presented there. 

PTSA State Convention in Sea Tac will be May 1-3. 

Haven is chairing school supplies for next year. Pre-orders will be made in May or June. We can order extra kits to sell on site and return the kits that aren’t sold.

Nominating Committee


Debra Gross reported that the PTSA Board slate for next year needs to be filled by the end of March. There are still 4 positions to fill: Communications, Legislative, Co-President and Enrichment. This information is on the PO and Mead Messenger. We are to let her know if we know of parents who may be interested.

Principle Report


Shawna Rothaus reported that email alerts were sent out to families, in regard to the school closures prior to winter break. The first day the message came too late in the day, but the following 2 days it came much earlier in the day. 

The pilot program of Fast Math ( grades 2-6th) is up and running. The students seem very excited by it. The staff would like to have fast math available at other times during the day, like in the mornings. Parent volunteers will be needed to make this happen. The staff is still working through the logistics of the new program and trying to carve out time for each student to participate for 10 minutes three times per week. Shawna has asked that the board let her know what parents are saying about the program and any questions that they may have. 
We have a new night custodian named Jorge…welcome him if you see him. 
We were asked to remind the parents that students need to have a ticket from the office if they plan on riding a bus home that they don’t normally ride. 

The proposed budget cuts will impact our school district. The impacts will affect the teachers at Mead as well as programs and additional staff to help those students who are not at standard, professional development, state sponsored intern grants, and a reduction of safe and drug free funding are additional areas that may feel the cuts. 
Please let the teachers know that we truly do appreciate them and the time they put in each day for our children.
